INTRODUCTION AND READING Genesis 45:1-11

Then Joseph could not control himself before all those who stood by him. He
cried, "Make everyone go out from me.” So no one stayed with him when Joseph
made himself known to his brothers. And he wept aloud, so that the Egyptians
heard it, and the household of Pharaoh heard it. 3And Joseph said to his brothers,

INTRODUCTION AND GOSPEL READING Matthew 3:1-15

In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of Judea,
2"Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 3 For this is he who was spoken
of by the prophet Isaiah when he said,

“The voice of one crying in the wilderness:

'Prepare the way of the Lord; make his paths straight.
4 Now John wore a garment of camel's hair and a leather belt around his waist, and
his food was locusts and wild honey. > Then Jerusalem and all Judea and all the
region about the Jordan were going out to him, ® and they were baptized by him
in the river Jordan, confessing their sins.

’ But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his baptism,
he said to them, "You brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee from the wrath to
come? & Bear fruit in keeping with repentance. °And do not presume to say to
yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father,’ for I tell you, God is able from these
stones to raise up children for Abraham. ¥° Even now the axe is laid to the root of
the trees. Every tree therefore that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown
into the fire.

11T baptize you with water for repentance, but he who is coming after me is
mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with
the Holy Spirit and fire. 12 His winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will clear his
threshing floor and gather his wheat into the barn, but the chaff he will burn
with unquenchable fire.”

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be baptized by
him. 1 John would have prevented him, saying, "I need to be baptized by you, and
do you come to me?” 1°> But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now, for thus it is
fitting for us to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he consented.

INTRODUCTION AND GOSPEL TEXT Luke 9:28-36 (NIV)

28 About eight days after Jesus said this, he took Peter, John and James with him and
went up onto a mountain to pray. ?° As he was praying, the appearance of his face
changed, and his clothes became as bright as a flash of lightning. *° Two men, Moses
and Elijah, appeared in glorious splendor, talking with Jesus. 3! They spoke about his
departure, which he was about to bring to fulfillment at Jerusalem. 32 Peter and his
companions were very sleepy, but when they became fully awake, they saw his glory
and the two men standing with him. 33 As the men were leaving Jesus, Peter said to
him, “Master, it is good for us to be here. Let us put up three shelters—one for you,
one for Moses and one for Elijah.” (He did not know what he was saying.)

3 While he was speaking, a cloud appeared and covered them, and they were afraid
as they entered the cloud. 3> A voice came from the cloud, saying, “This is my Son,
whom I have chosen; listen to him.” 3 When the voice had spoken, they found that
Jesus was alone. The disciples kept this to themselves and did not tell anyone at that
time what they had seen.
